3 Do NOT install any of the following patch(es) after installing the 1-1J6CWJ.exe patch:

· None
4 This patch is exclusive, it must be installed by itself, and the server must be rebooted or restarted once. After that, other patches can be applied to the server.
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Patch installation instructions
1 Make sure that the Fiery printer controller reaches Idle.

2 Execute 1-1J6CWJ.exe and follow the instructions in the Fiery Patch Downloader.
3 Notes about the Fiery Patch Downloader
a. Logon must be admin.  This is fixed and cannot be modified.

b. Password is the Fiery administrator login password.
c. Hostname can be the IP address or the Fiery server name. 

4 After the patch is downloaded, and when prompted by the Fiery Patch Downloader, choose Restart now. (If you choose to Restart later, make sure you manually reboot the server for the changes to take effect)
5 Wait until the Fiery controller reaches Idle and print the Configuration page. 

6 Verify that the System Updates Log section contains the patch number 1-1J6CWJ.
