Fiery SI v1.2
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Purpose:

Unix based systems don’t allow in their queue naming convention the use of special characters such as dashes or slashes. This update will allow Unix based systems to use standard naming conventions when printing to the Fiery SI v1.2.

This update will allow users to create a queue as either print or hold without the need to include the device name.
